Reconciliation:  Saturdays 3:30-4:30 pm 
(Contact a priest if you wish to receive the sac-
rament on another day.) 
Baptism:  Baptisms are normally held on the 
second and fourth Sundays at 1:00 pm.  Ar-
rangements should be made at least three 
months in advance.  Parents must attend bap-
tismal instruction before the baptism of their 
child. This preparation may be done before the 
birth of the child. 
Marriage:  Arrangements should be made by 
the prospective bride and groom at least six 
months in advance.  The parish marriage 
preparation program is required of all couples. 
Communion in the Home:  Eucharistic Minis-
ters are available to bring Communion to those 
who are unable to attend Mass.   Please call 
the Parish Center. 
Anointing of the Sick:  This sacrament is for 
those who are elderly, seriously sick or sched-
uled for surgery.  Please call the Parish Center.  
For those in the hospital, contact the chaplain's 
office at that hospital.

THE DEMANDS OF DISCIPLESHIP  
 Christmas is less than a month behind us, but to-
day we are encountering readings that already have a 
Lenten feel about them. Nineveh undergoes a forty-day 
fast, the psalmist reminds us that God alone can show 
sinners the way, Paul shows us how fleeting the things 
and events of this world are, and Jesus calls out “Repent!” 
before he calls his new followers. Even though it is easy 
to misunderstand these Sundays called “Ordinary Time” 
as being commonplace, they are anything but that. “Come 
after me,” Jesus says, but if we truly live out the com-
mands and demands of our discipleship through baptism, 
we will first know our need for conversion, our repen-
tance, our need to believe in the gospel fully in order to 
live out whatever vocation Christ has called us to. To-
day’s Gospel opens with the stark reminder of what befell 
John the Baptist for completely living out his vocation as 
the herald of Christ and the gospel: he was arrested and 
imprisoned. Though few of us will experience conse-
quences that extreme, we must all be ready to risk some 
sort of rejection as, heeding the call of Jesus, we live out 
the kingdom of God at hand, repent of our sins, and be-
lieve in the good news of salvation.
