Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
This new Church Liturgical Year began with the First 
Sunday of Advent and the Gospel of Mark. We have heard 
Jesus calling his first disciples to come and follow him, 
inviting them to come see where he lives and encounter 
and engage him in order to know him and receive his 
message of Good News: The Kingdom of God is among 
you. He continues to call potential disciples first to repent; 
yes, to first begin to change and transform our way of 
thinking, to reflect and ponder from the mind and heart of 
Christ. We have to be open to turning away from old ways 
of thinking, our routine, and begin to choose to view life 
and relationships with the mind of the Gospel. Truly, 
repent and believe in the Gospel and come and follow 
Jesus. Having a renewal of faith is about trusting in the 
eternal and unconditional love God has for all persons and 
all creation. Being a disciple means we renew our evolving 
understanding and commitment to our respect for all 
human life and for all God's creation, consciously work 
toward binding up the divisions and wounds caused by the 
separations and divisions between Christians over the 
years. Discipleship, regularly touched by a Spirit of 
repentance and always being challenged to continual 
transformation by the Holy Spirit, witnesses to mutual 
forgiveness and ongoing reconciliation on all our parts, 
especially around our commitment to respecting all human 
life and all creation, such as our environment, and being 
healers among all people in our nation and world. As we 
reflect upon how Jesus called those to follow him in faith, 
so too we are called to follow, trusting his love. Over the 
coming weeks we will hear stories of Jesus healing the sick 
and hurting. Having begun his public ministry, he heals 
people’s wounds, wounds caused by people separating and 
being divided from one another, healing the divisions 
caused by evil and sin. He teaches with authority; so, too 
we can teach with authority if and when we and our lives 
reflect who we are as disciples of the One Who comes to 
bring a transformed world into reality, the reflection of the 
Realm/Kingdom of God among us.  
 

We celebrate today (especially at the 9:00 am Mass) the 
start of Catholic Schools Week. We are very grateful and 
proud of our St. Pius Catholic School, Pre-school-8th 
grade. I thank our students and parents and families for 
being instrumental in helping make our school a place/
environment where our children learn about being 
disciples of Jesus Christ and how they can become real 
instruments of peace and transformers of life for the better 
in our society. I acknowledge Rita Carroll, Principal of our 
K-8th grades and Lauri Hill, Director of our Pre-school 
and thank them for their faithfulness and professionalism 
in leading our school. I thank all our teachers, assistants, 
and staff for their tremendous service and work in our 
school. Congratulations to our School during this special 
week of celebration! 
 

Next Sunday we kick-off the Archdiocesan Annual Appeal 
for 2018. Our assessment this year is less than last year, 
still a large amount: $138,581. Know that when we all give 
whatever we can honestly afford, as good and faithful 
stewards, we share this responsibility of paying our 
assessment to the Archdiocese. Please join me next week 
in this parish responsibility--thank you for your support in 
the past, thank you in advance for your cooperation.
